Climate Crisis Response Committee Roles & Responsibilities

The CCRC is composed of committee members that have invaluable experience, wisdom, and
passion to share as they oversee PPS’ advancement of the Climate Crisis Response, Climate
Justice and Sustainable Practices Policy (CCRP).

The CCRC Charter defined this committee as a PPS Board of Education community oversight
committee. This role is similar to other oversight committees (such as the Bond Accountability
Committee), but unlike other oversight committees, the scope of work that the CCRC oversees
is not already an established system but rather is an emergent set of systems, processes,
projects and goals being built.
